Primary Duties and Responsibilities

school — with particular attention to discipline, good stewardship and leadership in service to others.

e Administer and enforce the rules and regulations promulgated in the Student Handbook; Assist the
Principal with annual review and revisions of the Student Handbook.

e Serve as collaborative member of Student Needs Assessment Team (SNAT) together with other Deans,
counseling staff, interventionists, CWSP representative and Principal to develop strategies to support the
social-emotional growth, behavior, and learning needs of students.

e Supervise and develop Associate Dean of Students.

e Supervise building security, maintain school Crisis Plan and conduct ongoing safety training/drills. Serve
as school liaison to the surrounding community, as well as other area schools, about off-campus student
safety, behavior, and other student life issues.

e Carry out other tasks as assigned by the principal.

Qualified applicants will have successful full-time college counseling experience at the secondary level and have
worked with a culturally diverse student population.

Master’s degree in counseling is preferred.
